2025-2026 Staffing Process  / Planning for next year 

● Our preliminary (projected) school enrolment for next year is 601 students. All planning and Ministry 
funding for the 2025-2026 school year is based on our projected enrollment.  

● Number of Homerooms for 2025-2026:  
● 26.0 homeroom classes  
● Kindergarten classes: we are decreasing from 5.0 classes to 4.0 classes  
● English Program: remain at 5.0 classes - primary, junior and intermediate classes  
● French Immersion: increase from 16.0 to 17.0 classes  - primary, junior and intermediate classes 

 

Staff Breakdown:  
Based on our projected enrollment numbers and Ministry of Education Funding we have been allocated  

Academic Staffing  Support Staffing 

● 35.28 Total Academic staff, including:  
● 1.00 Principal and  
● 0.75 Vice-Principal 
● 2.25 support staff:  

○ Learning support Teacher (LST) - 1.0 
○ Learning Resource Teacher (LRT) - 1.0 
○ Intermediate Student Success Teacher (ISST) - 0.25 

● 4.0 Educational Assistants. Our allocation for 
next year remains status quo 

● 8.0 ECE - Since we are losing one kindergarten 
class we will be reduced from 10.0 ECE to 8.0 
staff  

● 2.0 Office staff 
● 0.6 Library Technician 

 
Staffing Changes:  
 

● We have 1.48 English vacancies that we are hiring for - we are currently in this process. 
● As a result of our decrease in Kindergarten classes, Sara Moore and Nadia Ouaala are surplus ECEs and 

have been placed at other schools in the OCDSB. We wish them all the best at their new schools.  
● We have a few Retirements at HCPS. Congratulations to Ang Skevington and Kerry Corbett for their 

service at the OCDSB and Huntley Centennial PS. They will both be missed greatly! 
● This year we’ve had several Long-Term Occasional (LTO’s) and Contracts teachers who were hired for a 

one year term at HCPS. I would like to thank the following teachers for their great work this year and wish 
them  all the best next year - Keira Grimm, Sara Aldrich, Eve Ogle, Martha Warner, and Laura 
Radzichowsky
